Description of Volunteer Work & Needs for 2007: 

Hope for Madagascar is looking for a volunteer with experience living abroad and teaching ESL. The volunteer must be available from January through March 2007 and be able to financially provide for his or her trip. 
Generally, we are looking for someone with strong volunteer and work experience.  At least one of these experiences should be working abroad for a minimum of 6 months.  

 

Volunteers should also be fluent in a language other than English. Malagasy or French is ideal; however, we are mostly looking for your ability to understand, learn and teach a language. We have found that individuals who can speak at least two languages are often more open to change and therefore can be more productive in new/challenging situations. Plus you have the benefit of understanding what it is like to learn a new language, which will hopefully make you a better English teacher!
 

Volunteers should also be able to demonstrate teaching experience (with kids). This experience does not necessarily have to be in a school situation – summer camp; special programs and so on are acceptable. 

 
Application Requirements:
All applicants must submit a completed application and three letters of recommendation. It is preferable that the letters of recommendation come from the following individuals:

1) A past or current university professor

2) A past or current employer

3) A supervisor who has overseen your work with children, teaching or working abroad
With your application we will also need official copies of all relevant college or university transcripts.
